Bearing and Seals

Insufficient volumetric efficiency can lead to noisy pump, 
overheating and stiff or loose steering.

Sliding Vanes and Rotor



Power steering pumps can rotate up to 7,500 rpm; rapidly increasing operating temperature and pressure.  
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After 24 hours durability test at 1,500 rpm, 
Nakamoto’s pump remains leak-free and 
the FKM rubber seal remains true to form.

Inferior pump's rubber seal begins to
deteriorate, causing premature leaks.

If not remanufactured properly, worn 
surfaces will continue to generate debris 
and can cause permanent damage to 
the steering system.
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The true measure of quality, our engineers pay special attention to the NVH of our power steering pumps.

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Avoid premature failure by following professional instructions!

Fill up the new pump in advance to remove air in system.
Check OE manual for CORRECT fluid application.
Drain and flush the power steering system.
Inspect hoses, gear, and reservoir for signs of leakage.

Make sure all parts 
are installed properly

Fill up reservoir 
with NEW fluid to 

“MAX” level

Lift front wheels off 
the ground

Start the engine
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Check and refill the 
fluid to “MAX” again

Turn steering wheel slowly to 
left and right at least 10 times

Check fluid until 
it is air-free

Fluid is air-free

If fluid is "foamy"
